ñòðèðóþò Êèòàé, Èíäèÿ, Þæíàÿ Êîðåÿ. 

Ïîýòîìó âàæíåéøàÿ çàäà÷à çàêëþ÷àåò­
ñÿ â òîì, ÷òîáû îáåñïå÷èòü äàëüíåéøèé 
ðîñò îáùåîáðàçîâàòåëüíîãî óðîâíÿ íàñå­
ëåíèÿ. Åå ðåøåíèþ èçíà÷àëüíî è ïðèçâà­
íà áûëà ñëóæèòü ïðîñâåòèòåëüñêàÿ ñòðóê­
òóðà “Çíàíèå”, ñîçäàííàÿ 60 ëåò òîìó íà­
çàä. Ðàçóìååòñÿ, ýòó ñòðóêòóðó òðåáîâàëîñü 
ïðèñïîñîáèòü ê ñîâðåìåííûì óñëîâèÿì.

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The struggle for survival in global compe­
titive fight can win the countries possessing 
great intellectual resources and accordingly 
science intensive production; during the last 
years such examples are shown by China, In­
dia, and South Korea. 

Therefore the main task is to ensure fur­
ther growth of general educational level of 
the population. And educational structure 
“Znanie”, founded 60 years ago, was origi­
nally intended to pursue the task.

ñîêîì ïðåäñòàâèòåëüñêîì óðîâíå ðåñïóá­
ëèêàíñêîãî “Çíàíèÿ” ãîâîðèò è òîò ôàêò, 
÷òî â òå÷åíèå ìíîãèõ ëåò â ñîñòàâå åãî Ñî­
âåòà áåçóïðå÷íî è ñ áîëüøîé ñàìîîòäà÷åé

Ïîñëå íàøåé âñòðå÷è ñ íèì â 1988 ãîäó â 
Íüþ-Éîðêå îí ï îääåðæàë ïðîãðàììó 
ÎÎÍ ïî îáðàçîâàíèþ âçðîñëûõ.

In due time the author of this text has had an 
occasion to supervise activity of Society “Zna-
nie” in Armenia which was established and hea­
ded for 50 years by the President of Academy 
of Sciences of Armenia, world-known scientist 
and astrophysicist V.A. Ambartsumjan. Its suc­
cessor became another President of Academy 
of Sciences, distinguished scientist and cyber-
neticist F.T. Sarkisyan. About high representati­
on level of Republican Society “Znanie” says 
the fact that for many years in its Council fault­
lessly and with high devotion worked Members 
of the National Academy of Sciences: Sergey 
Ambartsumjan, Gevork Garibdjanian, Grant 
Avetisian, Victor Fanardzhjan... 

I had to speak sometimes before various 
audiences under Society “permit”. Such me­
etings allowed supporting direct contact 
with many categories of listeners, better un­
derstanding of their moods and considering 
their opinions on various aspects. 

Political events of 1991, disintegration of 
the USSR have caused the necessity of deci-

sions defining the future of the All-Union 
“Znanie” Society. On November 4th, 1991 in 
interests of continuity and preservation of ti­
me-honoured relations of intellectuals of so­
vereign republics, the All-Union “Znanie” 
Society was transformed to International As­
sociation “Znanie”. Congress of IA “Znanie” 
has selected the incumbent Chairman of the 
Board of the All-Union Society “Znanie” K.V. 
Frolov as the President of Association. In 
1995 at the extraordinary congress Academi­
cian E.M.Malitikov was elected president of 
IA “Znanie”. I could witness E.M. Malitikov 
vigorous activity in this area. With a view of 
wide popularization of knowledge, he has 
decided to use great opportunities of wide 
system of printing and electronic mass media 
which belong to media magnate Rupert Mur-
dock. After our meeting with him in New 
York in 1988, he supported the UN program 
of adults’ education.
