A hard but habitual existence, which is a wrench 
to leave, is named a zone of comfort 
in psychology. Meanwhile one must to abandon 

this zone just to achieve the comfort in a real life. 
The majority of people however do not feel enthusi­

asm, to put it mildly, when they face the necessity 
to master knowledge, which makes possible to leave 
"native swamp". As Socrates once flung exasperated 
by laziness of compatriots off: "There is only one 
blessing - knowledge, and only one evil - ignorance". 

In XI century Finno-Ugric tribes did not at all strive 
to get out of the zone of comfort - out of poor 
dugouts. But there came Slavs and had taught 
the half-civilized hunters to build houses. 
Who does not hear today about the Finnish technologies 
of housing construction? 

In XVII—XVIII centuries the European libertines 
proved, that the reasons of human disasters are not only 
absolute monarchies, a civil inequality and religionism, 
but also an ignorance. 

As Helvetius noticed keenly, "the knowledge 
of some principles easily compensates the ignorance 
of some facts". The general result of the Age 
of Enlightenment was a prosperous western civilization, 
whose inhabitants now make "gold bi l l ion" of the earth 
dwellers. 

The information-oriented society is based 
on knowledge and continuously produces it in increasing 
volumes. But mastering of the new knowledge lags 
substantively behind - actually the majority of people 
have dropped out of a context of modern knowledge. 
This is a source of spiritual colonization of the society 
by a pop-culture as a culture of irreflection, and a cult 
of such dangerous delusion as political correctness, 
and other global problems.
